Science Article Summary Presentation


The science article presentations will highlight a topic of interest that you would like to discuss with the class.  You may find and use an article from any reputable newspaper, magazine, or internet website.  You may use any field of science to create your article summary presentation, but I would prefer something in the field of Biology since you are taking a Biology class this year. When you have found the article that you will be presenting, please show it to me to have it approved.  Remember, you will be the teacher for the time period that you are up front, so if your article contains vocabulary, concepts, or ideas that we have not covered in class yet, please conduct a bit of research so that you can explain them in class as part of your article summary.  I have spoken to your technology teachers about the format of the presentation being completed on Microsoft PowerPoint, and they will be assisting you with learning and designing your presentation.  I will continue to collect articles on various Biology topics, so continue to check with me if you can not find something on your own.  The deadline for finding an article to present this year is Monday October 30th.  Presentations can be scheduled for anytime after October 30th up until April 2007.  I will hand out a rubric for this project after October 30th. 

Your article summary presentation MUST contain the following:

· Why did you choose this article? (connection to topic?, maybe a future career?)
· Which field of biology does your article apply to? What is this field about?
· Background Information (if needed)- vocabulary, helpful pictures, introductory information

· Main Ideas of the article ( e.g. experiment, new drug, new finding, cures, effects of acid rain)- THIS SHOULD BE THE LONGEST PART OF THE PRESENTATION
· How does this article change your view about this topic (reflection based)

· Things that I didn’t know before, and now I do 
· References

You may also include graphics, sounds, and text design as you see fit, but don’t go overboard. MORE IMPORTANTLY…PARAPHRASE DON’T PLAGERIZE!!!!
